Chelsea Schools Art Competition

Oratory Primary School has been invited to take part in the ChelseaSchools Art Competition. The aim of
this competition is to encourage nature as an inspiration for art and creativity, and to support engagement
with local biodiversity and natural spaces. The competition is run by the Cadogan Group and has been
inspired by two ‘rewilding’ forests recently installed in Chelsea,in Pont Street and ChelseaSquare.

To take part in the competition, the children are asked to visit any local green space and create an
artwork. The artwork can be in any medium and must be a maximum of A3 in size. It can feature
anything nature -related from the Chelsea area which inspiresthe children. This could be trees,
flowers, animals, green spacesetc. It would be wonderful to see their imagination run wild! Attached is a
map of some unusual local trees that could provide the children with some inspiration.

If your child would like to take part in the competition, their artwork must be completed and handed in
at school by Wednesday 24th May.

The competition will be judged by representatives from John Lewis, Cadogan, SUGiand The Saatchi
Gallery and finalists and winners will be announced in June. Finalists will feature in the Sloane Square
Magazine and will receive special prizes. The winning works will be featured in the top floor restaurant of
Peter Joneson Sloane Square.

We hope that the children will be keen to take part and enjoy producing a nature-inspired artwork as part
of this competition.

What 06s been

The Year 6s are nearing their SATS and have worked extremely hard this week to revise all their learning!
This week, we have:

English : Read and studied our classtext Macbeth; Wrote a diary entry from Macbeth's perspective;
Practised reading comprehension strategies; Revisedtenses and word classes.

Maths : draw 2-D shapes using given dimensions and angles; compare and classify geometric shapes
based on their properties and sizes; illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter and
circumference and know that the diameter is twice the radius; recognise, describe and build simple 3-D
shapes, including making nets

Topic : To establish a clear narrrative of the event known as D-Day 1944.

Latin : Understanding subject and object.

RE: Jesusthe MessiahTo reflect on the events of Holy Week and how they are celebrated in church

PE: Athletics & Health Related Exercise

The children will have one final push of focused revision next week before their SATSthe following week.
It will be a wonderful opportunity for them to demonstrate their independence, ownership of their own
work and all they have learned!

We have had a great week of learning in Year5. The children have been working hard and have produced some
wonderful work as a result. Here is what Year 5 have been up to this week:
In Maths, we completed our unit on 6 St a t by seeading amdinterpreting data in two-way tables and
timetables. We have also been classifying angles as part of our new unit, 6 Shape 6.
In English, linked with our text 6 D i vDearubgshhty Patriée Lawrence, we have written diary entries from
the perspective of the main character, Eve. We have also been analysing how authors introduce and
describe settings to their readers, thinking about effective language choices.
In RE,we have been reflecting on Jesusrising from the dead and have been thinking about what the
Resurrection means for us. We have been writing newspaper reports about J e s appe@arance. We have also
been looking at art depicting the Pentecostand created our own artworks depicting the Pentecost, linked
with scripture.
In Science,we have started our new unit on 6 F o r We diséussedwhat we already know about forces and
asked questions about what we would like to find out. We also learnt about gravity and explained that
objects fall to Earth because of this force.
In Topic, we have been looking at historical evidence to learn more about Henry VII.
In PSHE,we learnt about the correct use of medicines and how vaccinations and immunisations can help to
maintain health and wellbeing.
In Computing, we have been finding, questioning and checking some aspects of information online and

understanding that not all information found is always accurate or reliable.




Year 4.

Well done again to every member in Year 4 for trying their very best to enhance their le arning journey
this week! Here is an overview of our learning this week:

English: In English this week Year 4 have been introduced to their new novel 'Arthur and the Golden
Rope.' We have used this novel to support our guided reading skills of inference, retrieval and prediction.
Maths: In Maths this week we have been comparing decimals through using our understanding of place
value for tenths and hundredths.

History: In History this week Year 4 looked at life in an Anglo Saxon village. How the buildings were built
and who lived in them.

R.E: In R.E we focused on the resurrection of Jesus and reflected on what this means to us.

P.E: This week in PE we have continued to practice using our bodies to create bridges, this week we even
used partner work to advance our thinking and movement. We have also begun our unit 'Athletics' where
we discussed the skill of stamina and how we can practice this when running.

Science: In science we continued our investigation into electricity and planned our torch project for next
week.

Computing: In computing we looked at search engines and how to use them effectively.

Please do not forget that we have our school trip on Tuesday at the Science Museum. Have a wonderful

Year 3 have had an exciting week back with a lot of new topics to learn. They have produced excellent
work in all areas. This week Year 3 have learned:

In Maths, Year 3 have completed the first unit in fractions. Children have learned to place numbers
on a number line; count in fractions on a number line and find equivalent fractions.

In English, children have used different literary language (simile, metaphors, alliterations) to then
create their own narrative poem based on a story they had read or heard.

In RE, Year 3 have thought about how we celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus and know that Jesus
appeared to some of his disciples on the road to Emmaus.

In Science, Year 3 designed their own meal, ensuring it contained the correct amount of every
nutrient (protein, carbohydrate, fat, minerals and vitamins).

In French, children have used the vocabulary they learned last week to say the hobbies they like
and don't like.

In PSHE, children thought about their views of the future. They drew an adult version of
themselves with thing they would like to achieve.

Year 2:

Year 2 have had a fantastic week, beginning with our trip to the Ecology Centre where we learnt about the parts of
the plant and found them for ourselvesin the gardens. We also brought our own potted pea plants back to school
and c a Nt to see how they grow! This week we have:

1 In English, we have planned and written a setting description of our predictions of 6 T I8ecretof BlackR o ¢ k
We have challenged ourselvesto upscale our vocabulary and use the suffixes we have been learning (-ful, -
less, -ment and T ness).

In Maths, we continued our work on fractions, finding and recognising 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, and 1/3. We have used
our grouping skills to help visualise the fractions and have worked with cubesto see the grouping with
manipulatives.

In RE,we discussedwhat happened during J e s resuidection and what the disciples must have felt during
that time. We read the story of when Jesusappeared to the disciples whilst they were fishing and thought
about what they might have discussedtogether over the breakfast Jesushad prepared.

In Science,we started our topic of plants with our Ecology Centre visit. When we were back at school we
thought about what we already know about plants and what we would like to know as we progress through
the topic.

In Geography, we are looking at places near and far. This week we looked at Tobermory as a seaside town,
and what geographical features we can find in it. We thought about which were human features and which
were physical features.

In Art, we looked closely at feathers and their intricacies. After looking in detail at some feathers we had on

our tables we sketched them with soft lines.

We've had another fantastic week in Year 1, with heaps of learning and laughter. | am absolutely thrilled with the
way every child is becoming such a confident and independent learner.
This week we have covered:
English - Reminding ourselves of our quegtion words and how to use question marks when asking Brad 40 questions
about the Terrible Two. Creating a list of what items a superhero will need to defeat the Terrible Two, using the
correct plural suffix -s and -es
Maths - Continuing to master our skills in multiplication and division by making arrays, adding equal groups, doubling
numbers and making our own equal groups.
RE - Reflecting on the feelings of the disciples and others around Jesus after He resurrected. Creating our own Easter
Garden using an array of resources and unique ideas!
Science- Heading to the Ecology centre to continue our learning of the Spring season and all of our terrific trees that
grow in the UK.
Topic - Focusing on British heroes by learning about Mary Seacole and her amazing efforts in the Crimean War.
Computing - Discussing what an algorithm is and why computing devices need lots of very detailed instructions in
order to perform the exact action that we need them to do. Applying this knowledge of giving instructions through
completing a coding literacy task on BusyThings.
