Menu
Children will be offered a healthy breakfast such as, cereal, toast, fresh fruit and milk to ensure they have a great start to the day. 
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We believe that every child should have the opportunity to play music. We would like to offer your child the chance to learn a musical instrument during school hours. 
Lessons are open to all children from Reception to Year 6. This club is fully booked at the moment with existing students however, please contact the provider to add your child to the waiting list.

Each pupil will receive 10 lessons per term - lessons are booked in and paid for at the beginning of every new term and half term. The tutors will collect the child from their classroom and lessons will take place in our music room.
